The Wexner Graduate Fellowship/Davidson Scholar Program is designed to attract promising Jewish men and 
women preparing for careers in professional Jewish leadership.  The career areas designated for Wexner Graduate 
Fellows are:  the Cantorate, Jewish Communal Service, Jewish Education, Jewish Studies and the Rabbinate.  
Fellows are granted a $20,000 award to be used toward tuition and/or a living stipend for full time graduate study 
for up to three years.   Note:  Jewish Studies fellows are expected to receive funding from their university.  The 
Wexner Fellowship grants Jewish Studies fellows a $5,000 tuition supplement. 
 
We seek outstanding individuals who clearly demonstrate the promise to become leaders within their chosen fields.  
A hallmark of the fellowship experience is two annual institutes sponsored by The Foundation.  Thus we seek 
fellows who can contribute to a respectful and creative community dialogue across the spectrum of professions and 
Jewish ideologies.
