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T HE WANDERING, TIME-TRAVELING, JEW

It was fate that delivered me and my
contemporaries into this great era, when the
Jews returned to and re-established their
homeland. 1 am no longer a wandering Jew
who migrates from country to country, from
exile to exile. But all Jews, in every generation
must regard themselves as if they had been
there, in previous generations, places, and
events. Therefore, | am still a wandering Jew,
but not along the far-flung paths of the world.
Nows | migrate through the expanses of time,
from generation to generation, down the paths
of memory.

| was a slave in Egypt. | received the Torah at

Mount Sinai. Together with Joshua and Elijah,

| crossed the Jordan River. | entered Jerusalem
with David (circa 1000 BCE), was exiled from

it with King Zedekiah (586 BCE), and did not
forget it by the rivers of Babylon. And when the
Lord returned the captives of Zion (538 BCE), |

d d among the builders of its ramparts.

| fought the Romans [66-70 CE) and was
banished from Spain (1492). | was bound to the
stake in Mainz. | studied Torah in Yemen and
lost my family in Kishinev {Russis, 1903).

| was incin d in Treblinka {1942), rebelled

in Warsaw {1943), and emigrated to the Land of
Israel, the country from which | had been exiled

and where | had been born, from which | come
and to which | return.

| am a wandering Jew who follows in the
footsteps of his forbearers, and just as

| escorted them there and then, so do my
forbearers accompany me and stand here
with me today. And just as memory forces us
to participate in each day and every event of
our past, so does the virtue of hope force us to
prepare for each day of our future.

In the meantime, [ must uphold my ideals, for perhaps
the time will come when I shall be able to carry them
out.
